

Guidelines for Photography, Videos, and Artist-related Activities on the Henry Ford Estate Grounds

Photography or video recording on the Henry Ford Estate grounds requires a permit that must be scheduled through the Henry Ford Estate Garden Unit.  Contact Karen Marzonie, Landscape Manager @ 313-593-5580 or marzonie@umd.umich.edu to obtain a permit and/or schedule use.  The photography and video permit fee is $250/hour.  Artist activity requires scheduling, but no permit or fee will be charged.  Tourist type (“point and shoot”) photography is allowed weekdays without a permit or scheduling.  The photography/video permit document must be in the possession of the photographer or videographer at the time of activity on site and shown to University Security or HFE staff upon request.

Specific Guidelines:

· At least one week prior to photography, video, or artist set-up on the Henry Ford Estate grounds (includes individuals or student groups; amateur photography or video), the site user shall contact the Henry Ford Estate Landscape Manager to schedule the date, location, and time of the activity and obtain a permit, as required.  

· Above noted activity is limited to Monday through Friday, 9 a.m. – 3 p.m.  
No weekend permits will be issued at this time.  

· Backdrop material use shall be kept to a minimum.  Nothing shall be attached to or leaned against any building or structure on site.

· Potted plants, flower pots, tables, benches, and/or chairs shall not be moved; nor shall any material be added to ponds or garden beds.  

· Artists shall not set-up on any stone work, brick, or hard surface patios.  Set-up on lawns only with site approval from Landscape Manager.

· Parking shall be allowed only within Parking Lot G during the specified date and time of approved activity.

· Please make check for $250 permit fee made payable to:  University of Michigan-Dearborn.  In Memo Line add:  “HFE photography/video permit”.
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
